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CURBSIDE COLLECTION FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS PAINT DROP-OFF

CONTAINERS

Containers used for the MCIA' program include:

+ & rectanguiar blue container with lid for newspaper and mixed
paper

= A round biue container for commingled recyclables (cans, bottles
and plastic containers)

Write your name and address on the containers. Place your
recyclables in the proper containers and put the containers out on
the curb before & am. on your collection day.

Collection times are subject to change, and all materials must
be ready for pickup by 6 a.m.

If you have more newspaper and mixed paper than you can fit in
your rectangular container, place tha overflow in brown paper
grocery bags (not plastic grocery bags).

Replacement Containers: If your containers are lost, stolen or broken,
replacement containers can be purchased from your municipal
recycling coordinatar. The phone number is Ested in the municipal
section of this flyer. Wi sell these containers to your municipality at
the same price we pay the manufacturer.

Hew Residents: Contact your municipal recycling coordinator within
three months of moving in to obtain free containers. Gontact
numbers can be found in the municipal section of this flyer.

NEWSPAPER AND MIXED PAPER

Mewspaper, magazines, catalogs, junk mail, brown paper bags,
nonmetalic wrapping paper, office records, computer paper file
folders, receipts, telephone books, softcover books, hardoover books
with covers removed, greeting cards, paperboand such as non-wax-
coated food and careal boxes, pizza boxes, tissue boxes, shoe boxes
and gift baxes.

Place newspaper and mixed paper in the blue rectangular bin.
Closa the lid tighthy when you leave the bin at the curb.

WHAT IF MY COLLECTION DAY FALLS ON A HOLIDAY?

If your collection day falls on any of these holidays - Mew Years
Day, Memarial Day. Independance Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving
or Christmas - collection is rescheduled for the following Saturday.
Check your municipal collection schedule in this brochure for
specilic dates.

Recycling collection is not affected by municipal public works
holidays such as Martin Luther King Jr. Day, Lincoln's Birthday,
Presidents’ Day, Good Friday, Columbus Day, Election Oay or
Veterans Day. Collections will take place on those days,

WHAT DO THE BERIGHT ORANGE OR BRIGHT GREEN STICKERS OM MY RECGY-
CLABLE ITEMS MEANT

These are rejection stickers. The most comman reasons for rejection
ares

= Trash mixed in with recyclables

= Containers larger than 32 gallons

+ Recyclables in plastic bags

+ Cardboard not properly prepared

Only recyclables that are properly sorted and prepared will be
collected.

WHAT IF MY RECYCLABLES WERE MOT COLLECTED?

Your recyclables should be placed curbside the night before your
scheduled pickup or by 6 a.m, on the day of the pickup. Callaction
times are subject to change, and all material must be ready for
pickup by 6 a.m.

If your recyclables were out at the curb on ime and were not
collected, call us within 24 hours. If you delay calling, your
recyclables may not be picked up until your next collection date.

WILL BAD WEATHER AFFECT MY PICKUP?

Collections ara rarely canceled due to weather conditions. However,
if extremely severe weather conditions exist, please refer to our
wabsite at www.meiauth.com or call (800) 488-MCIA (6242) to find
out if collections will take place as schaduled. For safety purposes,
if snow or ice conditions exist and collections are made, please
ensure your collection containers are visible and easily accessible.

On windy and rainy days, make sure the lid on the mixed-paper
(rectangular) container is secure. In your commingled recyclables
[round) container, place the heavier iterns, such as glass bottles and
jars, on tha top of tha pila so that the aluminum cans and plastic
bottles won't blow away.

Middlesex County's award-winning paint drop-off program
features permanent paint sites, where paint and paint-related
products are collected and properly dispesed of, Open to
middlesex County residents only (proof of County residency
will be requested). The program was created by the MCIA, the
County Division of Solid Waste Management, the Solid Waste
Advisary Council and the Board of Chosen Freeholders,

Items Accepted: Latex, waler and oil-based paint, stains,
varnishes, lacquers, thinners, paint in asrosol spray cans.

Comugated cardboard, layered cardboard with a center that is shaped
into ridges, folds or grooves (such as shipping boxes and the packagng
for most appliances or langer housahold fems).

Flatten the cardboard and tie the sheets into stacks no larger than
24 inches square and 24 inches high.

CANS, BOTTLES AND PLASTIC

COMMINGLED RECYCLABLES

Place metal cans, glass and plastic bottles in the round, blue
container provided by the MCIA. Any overflow can be placed in your
own unbidded plastic or metal container (no larger than 32 gallons in
capacity). Please do not overfill containers.

Metal: Tin, stesl, aluminum and bimetal cans (such as soda, beer,
canned pet food, soup and tuna cans). Rinse the cans and crush
them to maximize capacity. We take the lids, too.

Glass: Glass bottles and jars of all colors (such as juice, soda, beer
and liquor bottles and mayonnaise and spaghetti sauce jars). Rinse
the bottles and jars, Remove and dispose of lids.,

Plastic: #1 PETE and £2 HDPE containers (such as milk and juice
jugs, water boltles and laundry detesgent, shampoo and soda
bottles). Check the bottom of the container to make sure the plastic
is either #1 PETE or #2 HDPE. Rinse the containers and crush them
o maxamize capacity. Remove and dispose of caps.

Composting is a natuwal process by which grass clippings, yard
waste and even kilchen scraps break down or decompase to form a
rich soil-like substance to fertilize or condition soil,

Bins can only be purchased on the first and third Wednesday of
each month, between 11 am. and 2 p.m., at the MCIA Recycling
Office, 55 Edgeboro Road, East Brunswick.

Four types of bins are available, ranging in price from $20 to $30.
A free kitchen pail and composting guide ame included with each
purchase,
