RULES FOR THE MEMORIAL DAY WINDOW PAINTING DISPLAY 
 

WINDOWS WILL BE PAINTED WEDNESDAY, MAY 15TH 
THRU FRIDAY, MAY 17TH 2013 

 
 

1. This program is a partnership between the City of South Amboy Department of Recreation and the  
     South Amboy Business Association. 
 
2. All painting will be done within the time period above and will cease by 7pm on Friday, May 17th. 

 
3.  Each participant will submit the drawing they wish to paint on the window by May 3rd, 2013.   
 
4.  Approved drawings will be assigned a window.  Changing of assigned windows is not permitted. 
 
5.  Participants MUST NOT PAINT ON SIDEWALKS, BRICK WORK, OR ANY  
     OTHER AREAS other than the window to which they have been assigned. 
     Participants must also cover non-glass areas before starting to paint.  
 
6.  Participants must leave at least a one-inch border free from paint all around the  
     display. 
7.  Participants must paint only within the area designated to them.  
 
8.  Each participant may write, in white water color only, name, age, and school. 
 
9.  No participants will, an any way, interfere with the business of the store to which 
     they have been assigned. 
 
10. When you arrive to paint, present the “Patriotic Window Display Form” 
      to the merchant.  You will receive this form from the City when your drawing is approved. 
 
11. THE TAPE BORDERS MUST BE REMOVED BY THE PARTICIPANTS 
      UPON COMPLETION OF THE PAINTING. 
 
12.  Paints and brushes will be supplied to you.  It is suggested that you bring the  following equipment: small 
stepladder or stool; water pail and containers; Comet or Bon Ami to give the paint body in case of rain; masking 
tape for marking off the 1” border  around work; one large box for refuse, rags, etc.  Don’t litter.  Clean up and 
use the nearest trash can.
